
OFBC Beacon – July 2008 (Prayer for Missions)
Sometimes the enormity of the spiritual task before us may seem overwhelming. May we be encouraged and
challenged by the words of a former missionary to China: “As missionary J. O. Fraser labored with little result,
he called on prayer warriors back home to intercede for the Lisu. God moved and the rest is history. The Lisu
are a ‘reached’ people group today. ‘If I am sure of anything,’ Fraser wrote to his prayer supporters, ‘it is that
your prayers have made a very real difference in my life and service’” (Berry, 2006, p. 1). May we strive to make
a difference in the lives of others this month:

July 7: Pray “that every believer will be convicted that he/she is on mission with God.”
July 8: Pray “for the strength, time, resources & wisdom as many missionaries host short-term teams” this summer
July 9: Friends in CA request prayer for their children, as their friends come and go.
